Starting this Thursday, we shall begin our classes by listening to one of you presenting a piece of news s/he has read/watched online. We aim to use this as another opportunity to practice speaking about scientific issues in front of an audience.   
· The presentation should be 5-10-minute-long. It should introduce the topic you have chosen clearly, convey the main information learned by the presenter, and finish with a short conclusion.  
· You should prepare a short PowerPoint presentation to help you remember the main ideas. Remember that you should SPEAK rather than read. 
· Having heard the presentation, the audience will pose a few questions about the presented topic, and both the presenter and the audience will evaluate the presentation.
