Intro Flow Chart Guideline

The following is a guideline for the flow chart to help you organize your introduction section. 
The idea here is to “split the thinking from the writing.”  First, to have your main messages set and second to make the transition from one idea to the next as smooth as possible, while also making sure to collect and organize the relevant references, as needed.
